This is very different than our experience of names today. Most of us do not know the
meaning of the names we use for people, places and things so we do not have that daily
reminder of God’s presence in our lives. Our faith is not so readily reflected in our soci-
ety. We have to make a conscious choice to be faithful witnesses in our daily life and
work. It takes extra effort and courage on our part to remember and express our belief in
God. Taking this a step further, how many of us are reminded of God’s salvation when
we hear or use the name Jesus? Maybe a better question would be - how many of us WORSHIP
actually say the name Jesus at all? When was the last time you said this name outside of WITH US
a church building? :

You may be surprised to realize that many Christians, especially Episcopalians and Ro-
man Catholics, feel uncomfortable in using the name Jesus when they are not in a wor-
ship service. How comfortable are you in saying the name Jesus in your daily life? I
know of many people who readily say God, or Holy Spirit, but the name of the second
person of the trinity just doesn’t roll of the tongue as easily.

I would like to encourage all of us to make an additional New Year’s resolution today. Can each of us commit to saying the
name “Jesus” to another person once a week during 2022? Be aware of how you feel and what you are thinking when you do
so. I wonder how we might be changed as individuals and as a parish community if we would incorporate this name into our
daily vocabulary.

May God give all of us the courage to speak about Jesus openly and confidently in our daily lives.

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From the Music Ministry

I must start out the new year by giving a big THANK YOU to everyone in our music ministry; all
our musicians have given so much this past year, resulting in great performances and solidarity in
prayer. We’ve also endured a lot of challenges and stresses together, and so 1’d ask that you, the
congregation, keep us in prayer going into the new year, so that we can continue to bring you great music.

The first musical focus for the next year will be Lift Every Voice And Sing, the Episcopal hymnal devoted to music of
the African-American tradition. Included in this hymnal are spirituals, gospel pieces, and hymns embraced by Black com-
munities around the world for use in the Episcopal church. I’ve always loved drawing music from this hymnal, but this
year, what [ want to do is deepen my knowledge of this music so I can create a more authentic performance experience
that everyone can enjoy.

Already I’m learning much about sacred Black music from Grace’s book club; we’re reading The Souls of Black Folk by
W.E.B. DuBois, and he has much to say about music. In fact, the entire last chapter of the book is devoted to a discussion
of spirituals, or what are called “sorrow songs.” From here, I’ll be reading So You Want To Sing Spirituals by Randye
Jones, as I’ve been singing spirituals my entire life without much historic guidance. I’'m very much looking forward to
seeing what comes of this learning experience.

Not that Grace Church doesn’t already sing spirituals with gusto - we certainly do, and I’'m glad for it. But singing spirit-
uals with understanding of where and who the music comes from...that’s an even more worthy goal, and that’s what I’'m
here for as your music minister. I wouldn’t be doing my job if I didn’t challenge my singers and listeners in various ways,
especially to learn new things about old, familiar music.

So that’s where the music ministry is right now, standing at the start of a new year. We’ve gotten into the habit of calling
ourselves “Few But Mighty” due to our size and sound, but underneath our current bravado, we’re still human with hu-
man struggles. So do pray for us, as we will keep praying for you, the congregation, with our songs.
